Course Description

This course prepares students for university studies in Spanish. Students will enhance their ability to use the language with
clarity and precision, and will develop the language skills needed to engage in sustained conversations and discussions,
understand and evaluate information, read diverse materials for both study and pleasure, and write clearly and effectively.
Students will also have opportunities to add to their knowledge of the culture of countries where Spanish is spoken through
the use of community resources and computer technology.

The course is organized into 4 strands:
e Oral Communication — Speaking
e Oral Communication - Listening
e Writing
e Reading

Assessment and Evaluation

To promote student success, ongoing assessment and feedback will be given regularly to the students. A variety of
assessment and evaluation strategies will be used in this course, including oral presentations, debates, unit tests,
interviews, etc. Expectations will be evaluated based on the provincial curriculum expectations and the achievement
levels outlined in the ministry document.

Expectations are organized into four categories of knowledge and skills. The categories and their corresponding weighting
are as follows:

Knowledge and Understanding

Thinking

Communication

Application

Each student’s final mark will be in the form of a percentage grade based on their achievement in the 4 strands indicated
on the next page. The breakdown of the final mark is as follows:

Final Evaluation 30%

The final evaluation will be completed during the final 6 weeks of the course and may include a variety of summative
activities including an exam, a presentation, a seminar, an essay or another writing assignment.

Late Assighments

Students must communicate with the teacher in advance if they anticipate that an assignment will be late. Different
situations will require specific decisions based on professional judgment.

Missed Evaluations

A student who misses an evaluation must submit, upon return to class, a parental/guardian note or a doctor’s note
detailing the reason for the absence. The student may have the opportunity to demonstrate their proficiency of learning
expectations at a later date, at the teacher’s discretion. This may or may not be in the same format as the original
evaluation. The teacher will determine the time and form in which the evaluation will take place.
