My Trip To A New Planet: A Photo Album Project

-Digital Cameras

-A Duo tang

Instructions:

For this activity, you and your group must pretend that you recently visited an imaginary planet. Your group’s task is to create a photo album to document your trip to this planet. 

Here are a couple of rules and guidelines to follow:

1. You must come up with a name for your planet. 

2. Pretend that your planet looks quite different from earth and that everything on your planet has a unique and peculiar “visual theme”.

3. What are your planet’s visual themes?

4. Take one or more photos to represent: the people or creatures on the planet, the fashion trends, the natural surroundings, the habitat/homes, the food etc. Place each photo in your group’s duo tang to create your planet’s photo album. Type out a brief description of each photo
