To all students, 

We hope you have a fun summer planned and we wish you all the best over the summer months.   To help you plan the last two weeks of summer, here are some important dates and points of information regarding timetable pick up and the first days of school.

Option 1:  Early SAC Fee/Timetable Pick-up

Grade  9   -  Tuesday, September 1, 2015 from 9:00 – 11:00 a.m.
Grade 10  -  Tuesday, September 1, 2015 from 1:00 – 3:00 p.m.
Grade 11  -  Wednesday, September 2, 2015 from 9:00 – 11:00 a.m.
Grade 12  -  Wednesday, September 2, 2015 from 1:00 – 3:00 p.m.
Students are asked to meet outside the auditorium until the doors open.  

Once in the auditorium students are asked to:

· line up based on last name 
· register by paying your SAC and Yearbook fee of $70*
     (cash, money order or certified cheque – personal cheques will not be accepted)
· then receive your agenda and timetable  

*This fee entitles you to a yearbook ($35), an agenda ($10) and allows you to participate in school  

  activities ($25) (ex. Sports, Clubs, Buyouts, etc.).  The ECI Agenda Planner contains all school dates and helps students to keep track of all your assignments, tests and due dates. The Yearbook, The Etobian, is a highly anticipated record of the school year.  
Option 2: Tuesday, September 8th SAC Fee/Timetable Pick-up

Students who were not able to pick up their timetable in the week prior to the start of school will do so on the first day of school according to the following schedule.  SAC fees will be collected at that time:

Tuesday, September 8th - Homeroom only
All students must attend homeroom on September 8th.  Having their attendance taken on that first day of school is a necessary step in completing the registration process.

A student’s home room is their Day 1, Period 1 classroom as indicated on their timetable.  Senior students with a homeroom designation of Office must go to the auditorium. 
Once in homeroom, students will receive important information and forms that they need to bring home to their parents/guardians.  They will also receive their locker assignments at that time.  Students will be dismissed for the remainder of the day following homeroom activities.

STUDENT SERVICES

· During the week of August 24th guidance appointments may be arranged for the week of August 31st to register new students and to adjust timetables if a credit was achieved at Summer School.  
· The Guidance Office will be open to help students who have timetable conflicts

and other Grade 9 & 10 timetable issues on September 8th.
· The Guidance Office will be open from September 9th to 21st to help students who have timetable conflicts, issues arising from Summer School, requests for spares and requests for course changes.  After September 21st, students will not be able to add new courses to their timetables. 
Student Activity Card: The Student Activity Card has a photograph and barcode.  This card serves as school identification and students should carry them at all times.   These cards are required for borrowing library resources and for entrance into school events.  Students must have their photo taken on Photo Day (September 25th).
Student Activity Fee: The Student Activity Fee must be paid in order for students to be eligible to:
· purchase buyout and prom tickets

· play on athletic teams

· join bands, orchestras

· play intramural sports

· take part in any extra-curricular school activity

Lockers:  Lockers will be issued by home form teachers on the first day of school according to the location of your home form class.  Students may not choose their own locker.  Any locks installed on lockers not assigned to students will be cut off at the student’s expense.

Locks: Bring a Dudley combination lock with you.  You can purchase a lock in the Main Office for $5.00.  Only Dudley locks are allowed to be placed on ECI lockers.

Gym Uniforms: Gym uniforms may be purchased on the first day you have gym. The total cost is $35.00 (T-shirt and shorts).  White socks are required and may be purchased at any retail clothing store.

Student Parking: There is limited student parking and applications are available in the Main Office.
