Junior Kindergarten Registration

Junior Kindergarten Registration for the 2016-2017 has begun. Children born in 2012 are eligible. Please bring the following documents: birth certificate, Ontario health card, immigration document, immunization record and proof of residence such as driver's license, telephone bill, or tenancy agreement. Please call the school office to make an appointment.  Registration takes place at the school between 9:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.  The deadline to show interest in “Before and/or After Child Care” is May15. Entering the School
Students who are being dropped off at the front of the school should enter the school from the school yard in his/her class line. Students should not use the front door unless they are arriving after 9:00 a.m. or after 12:45 p.m.

Students Exiting the School

All students are accompanied to the exit doors by their teacher. Please assist us in this routine by picking up your children outside the exit doors. Please remind your children that for safety reasons they are not to use the school parking lot unless accompanied by an adult.

Supervision of Students

Morning supervision begins on the yard at 8:45 a.m. There is no supervision before that time.  For safety reasons students should not come to school before 8:45 a.m. One teacher is on duty from 3:30 – 3:45 p.m. There is no supervision after 3:45 p.m. Students are asked to go directly home when they are dismissed. They should check in with you at home before making any after school arrangements.
High Water Brings Increased Risks
The Toronto and Region Conservation monitors hazardous ice conditions as thaw begins and is reminding everyone to be very careful around all bodies of water. The first hint of warming weather and the promise of spring thaw can bring extreme danger to the shores and surfaces of streams, rivers, ponds and lakes. As warmer temperatures arrive, stream banks become increasingly slippery and unstable. Lake and river ice weakens, becoming thinner or with higher flows breaking with little or no warning. During this time, the potential for flooding and ice jamming is high. Higher, faster-flowing water and extreme cold temperatures combine to create increased dangers on or near rivers, streams and ponds for people wishing to enjoy the seasonal changes. Parents and caregivers are being asked to keep children away from stream banks, ponds and lakes.
May is Get Outside Month at the TDSB
May is Get Outside Month at the TDSB and this year, teachers are introducing theme-based, curriculum-connected activities for each day of the month. These lessons, designed to support teachers teaching in the outdoors, will focus on inquiry, active citizenship, and making connections to the real world that are ideal for our school grounds.

Lockdown and Fire Drills 
Though no one ever wants to see an emergency happen at a school, it's important for school staff to be equipped to deal with those situations, should they occur. The safety of students and staff is a top priority at our school and to that end the TDSB has taken steps to ensure your child's safety while in school. Each school has developed emergency preparedness plans that include steps staff will take in the event of an emergency, how staff will get students away from  possible dangers, and how students' families will be contacted. One aspect of emergency preparedness is the lockdown and fire drill. All schools are required to conduct a minimum of two lockdown drills and six fire drills each school year. Lockdown drills, like fire drills, are an essential component to ensuring student and staff safety. It is important that all staff and students are prepared and know how to respond in cases of emergencies. The drills last approximately 5 minutes and ensure plans are effective and can also systematically identify any safety concerns. Communication is also very important in any emergency situation. The emergency contact information kept on file is important in helping this happen. It lists the people who can pick up a student from the school. If you have updates to the information on file, please make sure you let our office administrator know. 

May is Jewish Heritage Month

The Toronto District School Board is proud to announce that during this May’s Jewish Heritage Month we will be hosting "Anne Frank - A History For Today." Originally from the Anne Frank Museum in Amsterdam, The Netherlands, this international exhibit will be housed at John Polanyi Collegiate Institute (640 Lawrence Ave. W) for the entire month of May and will include opportunities for not only TDSB students to visit, but members of the public as well.This Exhibit has 37 panels and tells the story of Anne Frank set against the background of the Holocaust. It makes use of images from the Frank family and quotations from Anne Frank’s diary. Each of the panels displays information about the most important developments of the time such as the rise of National Socialism. Thanks to a partnership with Veterans Affairs Canada that recognized the 70th anniversary of the liberation of The Netherlands by the Canadian Army, the exhibit is fully bilingual and has additional panels on the Canadian contribution to the Second World War. There will also be additional artifacts present that are usually reserved for museum viewing only. Given this important piece of history, we are excited that the TDSB is not only able to offer this to school groups, but to the general public as well. The exhibit will be open to the public for two days only: Sunday, May 7 and Sunday, May 28 from 9.a.m. to 5p.m – free admission.
 Canada Learning Bond

The TDSB has partnered with SmartSAVER on a board-wide campaign to help families access free money for their children's future education. What FREE money? It's the Canada Learning Bond, available now through www.tdsb.on.ca/SmartSAVER. This is a Government of Canada contribution to a child's Registered Education Savings Plan. It provides up to $2,000 in savings for the post-secondary education of eligible children. Who can get it? You are eligible if your child was born in 2004 or later and you have ever been eligible for the National Child Benefit Supplement as part of the Canada Child Tax Benefit. All eligible children receive at least $500 and will receive $100 more for each year they're eligible up to age 15 or a maximum of $2,000.How do I get the Canada Learning Bond?- SmartSAVER can help you apply for the Canada Learning Bond and start an RESP with $0 when you use the Start My RESP online tool at www.tdsb.on.ca/SmartSAVER- You'll need a Social Insurance Number for yourself and your child to complete the application- There is no cost and you don't need to contribute any money to get the Canada Learning Bond. Don't wait! Get started at www.tdsb.on.ca/SmartSAVER
