Homework

Homework in the Primary division may consist of:

· Completing daily assignments not finished in class

· Reading with an adult

· Studying spelling words (grade appropriate)

· Occasional research/collecting materials for classroom use (show and tell, daily news, art materials, theme materials)

Ways to Help Your Children at Home
· Talk with your children — ask about their day stressing the positives, listen to them

· Monitor TV watching

· Take advantage of daily learning situations — point out shapes, colours, numbers, letters; read billboards, posters, license plates, street signs, store names

· Play card and board games together — Crazy 8’s, Chess, Scrabble, Monopoly, Memory, Yahtzee, Boggle…

· Encourage responsibility for small chores — setting the table, putting laundry away, clearing the dishwasher, tidying up own room — use these experiences to further counting and sorting skills

· Let them explore and experiment with “hands on” activities — children learn best by doing; building with blocks, cooking, woodworking, making models

· Give children opportunities to make decisions — room colour/décor, birthday celebrations, clothing, lunch menus

· Leave notes on the fridge or in lunch boxes — encourage them to write back

· Have a scrap book available — paper, pencils, crayons and craft materials

· Encourage them to help with baking — let them help measure, have them recall the ingredients needed/steps taken to complete the recipe

· Go on visits — library, museums, art gallery, science centre, park

· Encourage visits — let them see you writing — let them help with the grocery list, invitations, thank you notes, letters to grandparents/friends at a distance

· Start a collection — stamps, coins, cards, etc.

· Use the computer to further develop reading, writing and math skills

· Praise — recognize strengths and capabilities
