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Students are required to maintain an acceptable standard of grooming and dress that are appropriate to a professional learning environment. Revealing clothing and garments with inappropriate slogans are not acceptable. 
Spaghetti-strap, muscle, tube and/or strapless tops are not permitted.  Shirts must be long enough to be tucked into waistbands, shorts must be a suitable length for a school environment and pants/shorts should not be low-slung.  Teachers will speak to students who are wearing inappropriate clothing and refer them to the Administration. These students will be asked to either adjust their outfit to make it suitable or will be sent home to change. Students are asked to store their coats, hats, bandanas or other headgear in lockers or knapsacks.  For the purposes of respect and safety, headgear must not be worn inside the school.  Religious headwear is exempted from this restriction.

G a m b l i n g

Gambling is strictly prohibited on school property.
S M O K I N G

In accordance with provincial law, smoking/e-cigarette use is not permitted
on school property as per the Smoke-Free Ontario Act (2005) and Municipal 
By-Laws. The law is strictly enforced at RCI by fines and school-based consequences.

F I R E    A L A R M S
