[image: image1.wmf]Richview Collegiate has a number of awards available to outstanding students.  There are two categories of awards and scholarships available at Richview:  those awarded by the school and those awarded from sources outside the school.

Students must be enrolled in a minimum of six courses at Richview to be eligible for the SCHOOL HONOUR ROLL.
To qualify for the RCI Honour Roll, all courses must have been taken at Richview.  Students who achieve 80% or better according to the chart below are on the school’s Cum Laude Roll.  Those who earn 85% or better are on the Summa Cum Laude Roll.  Averages are based on the best:

7 courses – Grades 9 – 11

6 courses – Grade 12

R I C H V I E W   P O I N T   S Y S T E M

Richview students may earn a Scarlet or Gold Award by becoming involved in clubs, organizations, athletics, or achieving academic honours. Students are encouraged to check their point accumulation each year in June to ensure accuracy and chart their progress towards these awards.  An activity record is kept for each student throughout his/her years at Richview. Coaches and staff sponsors submit points for students’ involvement or contribution.  The points are as follows:

Honour Roll – 100      School Team – 50      Other Clubs - 25

Students who have achieved 400 points in at least two areas of participation are eligible to receive the Scarlet Award.  A maximum of 200 points for either Music and/or Sports is permitted.

Graduating students with a total of 800 points (graduating in 4 years) or 1000 points (graduating in 5 years) may earn the Gold Award.  A maximum of 400 points for either Music and/or Sports is permitted.

S C A R L E T   &  G O L D   C L U B

The Scarlet and Gold Club at Richview is a group of young people with strong leadership skills. They assist with school-sponsored events such as Curriculum Night and Parent-Teacher Conferences. They also act as goodwill ambassadors for outside visitors and organizations, and facilitate during Orientation for incoming grade 9 students.

To become a member of this club, the young person must be recommended by his/her teachers at Richview. Participation in this club allows the student to earn points toward a School Award. 
R I C H V I E W   P I N S

Richview Pins, or "R - Pins", are awarded by our staff to a select group of students each year who: 

· provide exceptional leadership and service to the school and/or other students
· come forward and volunteer to organize, assist, and/or assume responsibility
· carry out tasks responsibly, efficiently, competently, with a minimum of supervision.
These students are nominated by staff and selected by a committee.
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
