Welcome to Avondale Secondary Alternative School!








For almost 40 years Avondale Secondary Alternative School has offered an alternative style of secondary education in the public system to students throughout Toronto.   Our new site at 24 Silverview Drive is a ten-minute walk from the Finch Subway Station and a five-minute walk from local bus routes, Avondale is a small, safe, family-like school with an intimate and personal environment.  At Avondale, students learn in a small school setting where close working relationships with staff and students are valued and celebrated.  Success at Avondale requires strong study habits, self-discipline and independent learning skills.  In return we offer a safe and engaging learning environment with all of the benefits of a small school (including an exciting range of smaller labs, arts programs and seminar-style classes.)








What is “alternative” about Avondale Secondary?





We offer a variety of non-semestered academic courses in grades 9-12 as well as some applied level courses in Grades 9 and 10.  Some college (“C” Level) courses are available in Grades 11 & 12.  Our course selection is primarily geared to prepare graduates for post-secondary education.  At Avondale, smaller classes meet in dynamic study and discussion groups.  Significant emphasis is placed on independent study: out-of-class work increases if students seek to pursue post-secondary admission.   Students also enjoy a greater opportunity to meet with their teachers on an individual basis for university-style tutorial help when needed.  Avondale course offerings include opportunities to work with professional in-the-field artists and musicians, ranging from ceramics to drawing and painting.  We have well-equipped computer and science labs, in addition to engaging humanities, mathematics and language courses, co-op education opportunities, and physical education classes at the Bayview YMCA site.


 








Admission Criteria: What constitutes a “good fit”?





Successful students at Avondale embrace a commitment to:





both regular attendance, and the pursuit of their studies outside of classes


seeking out their teachers when they need assistance


pursuing studies at the academic/university-bound level (with some courses in applied)


balancing out of school commitments (performances, work, training, etc.) with academic responsibilities


working closely and cooperatively with fellow students and teachers as part of a team


developing strong critical thinking and problem-solving skills


helping build and maintain an emotionally, intellectually and physically safe school environment


commitment to equitable practices, both curricular and interpersonal











Application process:





1. Submission of application by parent/student:


a completed, signed and dated Application Form (included in this package)


a copy of the student’s most recent report card(s) and an up-to-date Ontario Student Transcript or Credit Counselling Summary


a copy of the student’s Individual Education Plan, if applicable


Review of application: Avondale guidance staff considers suitability of application based on Admission Criteria (see above). All applicants will be notified whether or not they are selected to proceed to the second screening step.


Interview: Candidates will participate in an interview with guidance staff. The interviewer will review with the applicant her/his academic record and ask questions regarding suitability (“fit”) for Avondale’s alternative program.  Avondale guidance staff (occasionally in consultation with principal) will determine those applicants that meet the criteria for acceptance.  All students interviewed will be notified of the outcome.


If there are more suitable applicants for a specific grade than we have space available, a lottery will determine acceptance among those who have been successfully interviewed.


If more spaces become available later in the Fall term, successfully interviewed applicants and/or parents will be notified, and students offered admission.
