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As you know, we continue to regularly reinforce Toronto Public Health and TDSB
health and safety guidelines at school. We do depend on our entire community to
consistently follow physical distancing and mask wearing on school property, at all
times.

We are aware of the revised screening approach announced by the provincial
government. As the TDSB takes its lead from Toronto Public Health (TPH), at this
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point, we have been advised to continue using the current screening questions and
Decision Guide shared by TDSB while the TDSB works with Toronto Public Health to
make any updates to the TDSB screening criteria and routines. Our understanding
is that you can expect that the TDSB will be making changes and sending out
updated information. We will then work to revise our screening links.
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On September 29th, Toronto Public Health shared the following: “We are seeing
an increase in #COVID19 infections in Toronto & many are linked to small social
gatherings of people who do not live in the same household. Take steps to protect
yourself & others by limiting contact with people you don’t live with & wear your
mask”.
