Assessment and Evaluation Techniques





A variety of methods will be used to assess and evaluate student progress and achievement.  Some or all of the following methods will be used:  group and individual performance tests and tasks, written theory assignments and quizzes, presentations, self evaluations and peer evaluations.

Units of Study





Performance:


Unit 1, 2, 3, 4


Students will be exposed to the foundations of keyboard music through technical piano performance. Performance tests from Adult Piano Adventures will be weekly, in pairs and individually. Classical, jazz, pop and folk music at a beginner level will all be incorporated into performance testing. 





Theory:


 Unit 1, 2, 3


Students will be working on the Basic Rudiment theory expectations from the Royal Conservatory of Music. These theory expectations will give students the ability to achieve the RCM Basic Rudiment exam in January or June. Students will also cover major compositions for the piano and be able to identify by ear and by score the following composers: Bach, Beethoven, Chopin, Liszt, and Rachmaninoff. 





Technical Requirements:


Unit 2, 3


The technical requirements for the keyboard course are scales, triads, chords and arpeggios in differing keys at a set tempo. These will also be ongoing with the course. 





Small Ensemble Playing:


Unit 4





Students will play in small ensembles, duets and duos. Performance of repertoire will be highly encouraged and opportunities for performance will exist.
