Units of Study





Elements of Music/ Performance Development


Units 1, 2





Students will be continually working on performance skills relevant to a grade 12 level. They will be exploring different works and composers, while building a foundation for performance where they feel comfortable to perform with an audience. Students will build on their technique and skills learned in AMK3M to perform with precision, while making important choices concerning their repertoire styles.  Students will also play in small ensembles, duos and duets. The technical requirements for the keyboard course are scales, triads, chords and arpeggios in differing keys, hands together, two octaves parallel and contrary motion. Students will be able to write, and play all major and minor scales, ascending and descending.  These will be ongoing throughout the course.

Unit 3





Students will explore works of great composers through analysis of score, historical elements and theoretical terms. 





Music and Society/ History of Music


Unit 4,5





Students will be exploring keys structures and their relationships to both Western and Eastern music. Students will listen to examples of different styles of music in relation to time periods, and will be able to discuss the instrumentation, tonality, time periods and names of the composers.


Students will be looking at elements of music and society, performance concert attendance and composition using theory skills. Students will explore careers in music and their role as a musician.
