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Course Details

This course enables students to deepen their understanding of chemistry through the study of the properties of chemicals and chemical bonds; chemical reactions and quantitative relationships in those reactions; solutions and solubility; and atmospheric chemistry and the behaviour of gases. Students will further develop their analytical skills and investigate the qualitative and quantitative properties of matter, as well as the impact of some common chemical reactions on society and the environment.

Strands 

· Scientific Investigation Skills and Career Exploration – Students work on this strand throughout the course and learn how to conduct research, scientific inquiry, and careers connected to the material being studied.
· Matter, Chemical Trends and Chemical Bonding – the relationship between periodic tendencies, types of chemical bonding, and the properties of ionic and molecular compounds; carry out laboratory studies of chemical reactions

· Chemical Reactions –  investigate chemical reactions and their applications for society and the environment
· 
Gases and Atmospheric Chemistry – investigate through experimentation the relationships of gases and solve problems 

· Quantities in Chemical Reactions – concepts of the mole and its significance in the analysis of chemical system and to carry out experiments and complete calculations based on quantitative relationships in balanced chemical reactions
· Solutions and Solubility – concepts of the properties of solutions, concentration and to carry out experiments and other laboratory procedures involving solutions
