Through specialized programming, students are given the
opportunity to reach ahead and experience relevant training and
learning specific to their sector of study.

Students who complete the requirements for the OSSD and
SHSM will receive an OSSD with an embossed SHSM seal on it.

In addition, students receive
an SHSM Record outlining their achievement in the five required
components.
