Create a Profile

Assignment #1:

Create a profile of either a “coureur de bois” or a “French Trader” who realistically could have lived in New France during the year of 1640.

a) Tell the age, gender, name and “career” of your character. (1 sentence)

b) Describe where your character was born and raised. (1 paragraph)

c) Explain how your character got to New France (the method of travel) and their age when they left Europe. (1 paragraph)

d) Write a diary entry for your character while he/she still lived in Old France and describe some reasons why he/she or the family decided to leave and travel to New France.  (1-2 pages)

e) Write a diary entry for your character during his/her first week in New France. Include some description of what they saw and their interactions with the Natives. (1-2 Pages) 

f) Include a map of your character’s journey to New France 

Assignment #2:
Create a realistic profile of a First Nations character who could have lived in New France during the year of 1640.

a) Tell the age, gender and name of your character. (1 sentence)

b) Describe where your character was born and raised. (1 paragraph)

c) Write a diary entry from your character, including his/her reaction to the arrival of the French. (1-2 pages)

d) Write a diary entry to express your thoughts about two specific metal items that the French brought with them that had an impact on your life.  (1 page)

e) Include a map showing the various tribal locations of native tribes in the part of New France where your character grew up.  Identify the area where your character grew up. (1 page)
