➢ Degree programs require six 4U/M courses, not certificate & diploma programs

After Feb. 1, 
applications will be considered on a first-come, first-served basis for programs that are not filled.  
Use the ‘Find A Program’ tool at ontariocolleges.ca to see which programs are still open. 

• March 2 OSAP (Ontario Student Assistance Program) Parent/Student Information Evening:  6 – 7:00 pm  

• April 22 VOLUNTEER HOURS DEADLINE !!!!  Only 20 hours required if graduating by Aug. 31, 2022.    
Drop off your forms in the Main Office.  Virtual students - email them to your guidance counsellor. 

• May 1 Deadline to confirm offers of admission.  Read offers carefully!!! 

• May/June Complete OSAP application including providing required documents; check email !!!

• May 27 Latest date for student to expect responses from an Ontario university, for applications 
received by the January deadline.   Read offers of admission carefully!!!   

• May/June Complete OSAP application including providing required documents; check email !!! 

• June 1 Most common date by which an Ontario university may require a response to an offer of 
admission and a financial commitment of any kind to a university 

• Early June - Aug Admission Information Services (AIS) on the OUAC website: allows you to see which 
Ontario universities still have spots available in 1st year undergraduate programs
