	Course Description

	Ontario Ministry of Education Document: Music, Grade 11

	This program is intended to develop students’ understanding and appreciation of music through practical skills and creative work. Through this program students will not only find in music a source of enjoyment and personal satisfaction, but also gain creative problem-solving skills, individual and cooperative work habits, knowledge of themselves and others, a sense of personal responsibility, and connections to their communities and future careers. Students will learn how societies and cultures construct and record their history, values, and beliefs in addition to exploring the rich heritage of Canadian music. 

	Materials Required:

	For Class:
Every student is expected to arrive at class each day with everything they need to play their instrument (including but not limited to instrument, music, mouthpiece, reeds, sticks, mallets), and to do written assignments (including pencils, binder for music and theory assignments.)

For Concerts:

All performers are expected to transport their instruments to and from concert locations.  

Performers in junior ensembles wear formal white tops and formal black bottoms.

Performers in senior ensembles wear all black or a suit and tie.

	Overall Expectations/Unit Description

	Creating and Presenting: 

	30% of class time
	Creative work involves the practical application of performance skills and knowledge of theory as they relate to the performance medium, as well as composition. Students will sing or play, individually and in ensembles (e.g., using voice, band instruments, string instruments, guitar, keyboards, or other performance media). They will improvise, interpret, and compose music, using a variety of media, including computers and other digital technology. 



	Responding, Reflecting and Analysing 

	30% of class time
	This strand involves appreciation, introspection, reflection, criticism, and identification that allows a deeper understanding of our selves and the communities in which we live. When students are able to clearly communicate their ideas in a variety of ways through their responses they are able to demonstrate their level of understanding and degree of learning. Reflection is thinking for an extended period by linking recent experiences to earlier ones in order to promote a more complex and interrelated mental schema. The thinking involves looking for commonalities, differences, and interrelations beyond their superficial elements. The goal is to develop higher order thinking skills. Analysis involves listening to live or recorded performances to understand the language of music, its historical and cultural context, and how effectively its composers and performers communicate to their audience. The music analysed will be drawn from a range of cultures. 



	Foundations: 
 
	40% of class time
	The foundations of music involve learning the symbols, concepts, and conventions used in music. By completing the expectations, students will be able to converse and express themselves using appropriate musical terminology. This foundational study also helps them understand and appreciate health and safety, history and culture, and musical technique. 




	Student Evaluation Criteria

	* Student will be assessed and evaluated according to the work produced and skills displayed in class. Methods of providing feedback will include work-in-progress; daily performance assessment and evaluating completed assignments, tests, co-operative learning activities and presentations.

* Overall, 70% of every course will be for performance and 30% will be for non-performance
