Students attending Richview Collegiate are expected to:

· respect and embrace diversity

· refrain from all forms of bullying – verbal, physical, social and cyber

· attend classes regularly and punctually; be diligent in preparing for lessons, assignments and other requirements of their studies and co-operate with teachers in and outside of the classroom

· respond courteously and with respect to requests and instructions from all  school staff and treat invited visitors with the same respect afforded members of the school community

· demonstrate self-discipline in words and actions within the school setting and as representatives of the school in other settings

· handle conflict in a constructive manner and  never engage in violence towards others in any form – physical or verbal

· respect the rights and physical property of others – peers, teachers, support staff and community

· be free of alcohol or illegal drugs
· refrain from bringing or using dangerous substances at or during school activities
· keep the school premises clean and neat and never engage in any form of vandalism or wilful destruction of school property

· adhere to all rules of the school and of the School Board pertaining to the use of online resources

· Administration will investigate and act upon incidents that occur while at school, at a school-related activity or in circumstances where the activity will have a negative impact on the school climate (this includes events that take place on weekends/after school and those that are not school related).

Spaghetti-strap, muscle, tube, tank, halter and/or strapless tops are not permitted.  Shirts must be long enough to be tucked in and shorts must be a suitable length for a school environment.  Teachers will speak to students who are wearing inappropriate clothing and refer them to the administration. These students will be asked to either cover up or will be sent home to change. Students are asked to store their coats, hats, bandanas or other headgear in lockers or knapsacks.  For the purposes of respect and safety, headgear must not be worn inside the school.  Religious headwear is exempted from this restriction.
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
