Field trips are an essential part of the school curriculum and provide students with enriched learning opportunities. All field trips must be approved by the Administration. Permission forms are sent home to be signed by parents. If students cannot participate for a valid reason, they must notify their teacher beforehand and make arrangements for alternate assignments to be completed. Students not participating are expected to attend all classes.

Students are expected to follow the Richview and TDSB student code of conduct when on a field trip. Behaviour contrary to these expectations may result in school consequences.

Students applying for excursions involving overnights must be free of academic, attendance or behavioural concerns. See page 30 for Eligibility information.
Students must commit to the full length of the excursion unless there is a family/medical emergency. Under these circumstances it is requested that the parent/guardian make arrangements to safely transport their child home.
