What is PLAR?

• 
PLAR is a process whereby current regular day-school or Continuing Education students may obtain credits toward the Ontario Secondary School Diploma for knowledge and skills that they have acquired outside of the classroom.

•      Students may challenge and earn a maximum of four credits for prior 

learning, including a maximum of two credits in any one discipline.

•      Students’ prior learning is assessed and evaluated to determine whether 

they 
have met the provincial curriculum expectations in a specific course.

Co-operative Education is a unique program for students, integrating academic study with practical experience in various industries.  Co-op helps students make informed decisions about future careers.  Students develop work habits, attitudes and job skills necessary for a successful transition from secondary school to post-secondary education or the workplace.

• 
Co-op is a working relationship between the student, the placement and the Co-op teacher.  A placement agrees to provide an assignment and the knowledge of a supervisor to mentor the student.  The teacher monitors regularly to assess student progress with the supervisor’s input.  It is a privilege to be accepted into the Co-operative Education program at 


Richview.  At his/her placement, the student must perform responsibly and  


with the integrity associated with Richview.  Regular attendance is 

mandatory. Illness/absence must be reported to the teacher, the place-


ment and the school. Non-attendance or inappropriate behaviour may 

result in withdrawal from the program and subsequent loss of co-op 

credits.
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
