5. Treasury Report 
	a. Financial Overview
Last year we brought in approx $130,000 and we spent $132,000. We had a buffer which left us with $22,000 which has been preallocated $2000 movie night, $6250 scientist in the school, $3000 to support the literacy curriculum, and $5000 for classroom allocations. Leftover money will go towards planning costs for Fall Fest 
- parent in attendance asked what we spent the $132K on last year, Telma broke down some of the major spends like library refresh, bussing for educational field trips, performances from Dwayne Morgan, Errol Lee and Prologue Arts, tech to enrich classroom learning

Parent asked about rodent issue and Ms. Graydon reports that it’s been much better, teachers, as does Andrea, in attendance agree. Entry points have been addressed. As it gets colder some will come in but they will be trapped. 
Concerns about kids hurting themselves on play structures, two broken arms falling off caterpillar, discussion about teaching kids to be mindful on the structure and possibility of replacing it
