Agenda:  We are going ECO Friendly this year and NOT using an Agenda.  All the information is in this package, on our school website and on ClassDojo. 
School Sprit:  Winchester t-shirts promote school spirit. They are worn during assemblies, special events and during Gym class.  The cost for the Winchester t-shirt is $12 and other Winchester items are also available. SAC is looking after all the Winchester Swag this year. Numerous payment options are available, cheque or on-line. If payment for the t-shirt is made by cheque, please make cheque payable to Winchester School, envelop is enclosed. Nutrition/Lunch Program:  Winchester offers a nutritious daily snack consisting of 3 food groups (dairy, grain and fruit).  The snack is delivered to the classroom each morning.  All students are welcome to participate, however, to ensure the success and longevity of program we ask for a payment of a minimum of $6 per month. Sign-up and payment options are listed on the back of this letter. Cheques for the Nutrition Program must be made to Winchester Nutrition Program (please note: please write a separate cheque for the Nutrition Program). Envelope enclosed. The lunch hour at Winchester is 11:30-12:35 for SKs, 11:40-12:30 for Gr. 1-6 and 11:34-12:30 for Gr. 7-8.  Students have several options for lunch. Gr. 1-5 students can either go home with a parent/guardian or eat in the lunchroom; Gr. 6 students can eat in the lunchroom or with signed parent permission can leave school property. Students in Gr. 7-8 can eat in the lunchroom 12-12:30. Gr. 6-8 leaving school property must remain within walking distance of the school and must return to school at 12:20, when outdoor supervision begins. Arriving late from lunch will result in students loosing this privilege. The afternoon entry bell is at 12:30 for all students. All students eating at school can bring their own litterless lunch or purchase a hot lunch. A hot lunch is offered daily.  A monthly menu is posted on ClassDojo with the Newsletter. Students can purchase lunch for $3 per day.  Payment for the Hot Lunch Program is accepted on a pay-as-you-go basis (money is collected in the lunchroom - exact change please), weekly or monthly.
