
Occasionally, severe weather conditions may require the Toronto District School Board (TDSB) 
to cancel transportation and/or close schools.  This may occur before the beginning of the 
school day or, if conditions become severe, during the school day. To ensure the safety and 

(PR519) will guide decisions and operations. 

Decision to Close Schools
The decision to close schools is made by the Director of Education. Should a cancellation or
closure be necessary, information will be posted on the TDSB website, shared through 
TDSB social media and provided to local media outlets by 6:00 a.m. 

School Closure or Bus Schedule Changes during the School Day
If weather conditions become extreme after students are in school, a decision to close schools and change  
transportation schedules will be made by 11:00am and broadcast by noon.  In this case, elementary students will 
remain in the school until they are picked up by a parent or parent designate. 

If there is no announcement about school closing by noon, schools will remain open 
for the day.
